I grew up in the UK with only a vague idea of what circumcision was.  I sort of knew it was something that Jews did to a boy's penis but I wasn't sure exactly what.  My young brothers' penises had their foreskins on, but I never saw my mother pull them back in the bath or anything.  When I started having sex at 16 my boyfriends all had their foreskins. We married a couple of years ago and soon had a little boy of our own.  When the nurse at the hospital asked if I wanted him to be circumcised I had no hesitation in saying "yes!"  It was all over in a few minutes and he barely cried.  I feel very pleased he looks like his dad.  I think circumcised men make better lovers and it's so much cleaner.
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
